Instructions and Guidelines

The Standard Operating Procedures of the scheme provide that the cases should be suitable for reporting by a general diagnostic Histopathologist. Cases which merit a specialist opinion are not suitable. Extremely simple cases should also be avoided. Ideally all cases should be those you have personally reported, preferably selected from the last 3 months of specimens. 

The idea is to allow an interesting and relevant choice of case material while excluding bizarre cases which would not be representative of the routine workload. Notwithstanding this general guideline, a case falling outside the 3-month guideline may be chosen if either: (1) it is felt to be a particularly good example of a condition which is representative of the routine workload; or (2) it is a particularly large biopsy of a type which does not usually yield enough sections for an EQA circulation.

We require:

1. 12 identical H&E stained slides of each case labelled in pencil with your laboratory number (no sticky labels and no patient details please).

2. A case submission form (p2) filled in as appropriate which should contain:

· Your name and hospital

· Your laboratory number which should match that on the slides

· Type of specimen

· The macroscopic description of each case as it appeared on the report

· The clinical information that was available at the time the original report was issued. Please try to pre-empt comments from participants about insufficiency of clinical information. Please ensure you include patient’s sex and age.
· The results of any special investigations such as special stains or immunohistochemistry which you felt were necessary to make the diagnosis. You may send the special stains themselves. If this is impractical, you may send photographs, or you may simply describe the results. When describing special stains or immunohistochemistry, please ensure that the participants will gain a clear understanding of which cells give positive or negative results. Do not take the view that a good description will “make it too easy”. The National Steering Committee intends that EQA schemes assess performance in as fair a way as possible.

· The reported diagnosis

· A photomicrograph for educational cases

Please note we CANNOT accept Post Mortem material for use within the EQA scheme.

Please check all the slides to make sure that they are of adequate quality and that they all contain the diagnostic features. Please fill in the appropriate area of the form to indicate that these checks have taken place. They are not repeated here in the EQA office. Nor can we attempt to check the adequacy of descriptions of special stains or immunohistochemistry before sending out the slide sets.

Please note, as part of your agreement of the terms of the scheme, you have agreed to submit cases when requested.
